"The thief cometh not but to steal, and to kill, 
and to destroy;I am come that they might have 
life, and that they might have it more abun-
dantly (John 10:10)."

The ten most popular chocolate bars:
10.  Hershey Bar
World War I was a blessing for Hershey, as 
the U.S. Army was a signi! cant client, buying 
huge 30-pound blocks of solid chocolate tobe 
sent to the troops overseas. After the war, 
soldiers continued to buy the 5¢ bars, since 
they had grown accustomed to them. It was in 
1907 that Hershey came up with the idea of 
the bite-size Hershey's Kisses, which are still 
popular today.

9.  Oh Henry# 
This candy bar has an interesting tale behind 
its name. The Chicago-based Williamson 
Candy Company used to sell sweets, as well 
as make them back in 1921, when there was 
a boy that would come in to $ irt withthe girls 
working there.They would tease him and coo 
"Oh, Henry..." every time they wanted some-
thing done. Before the end of the year, the joke 
had become one of the most popular chocolate 
bars around.

8.  M&Ms 
Technically not a candy bar, plain chocolate 
M&Ms (which stands for Mars & Murrie, the 
founders of the company) are so popular that 
an exception is warranted. While on a trip to 
Spain, Forrest Mars Sr. noticed that soldiers 
! ghting in the Spanish Civil War in the late 
1930s were eating coated chocolate pellets 
with a sugary shell, to keep them from melt-
ing. Stimulated by the concept, he unleashed 
his similarly confected M&Ms publicly in 
1941.This original candy was an instant hit 
with the ! ghting men of World War II and 
they're still issued to soldiers today, as the 

pack is easy to carry.

7.  Baby RuthThe company claims that the 
name is a tribute to President Grover Cleve-
land's daughter Ruth, but experts believe that 
this is merely a cover story to hide the fact that 
the corporation was trying to cash in 
on the popularity of baseball 
great George 
Herman "Babe" 
Ruth without 
paying him 
his dues.

6.  3 Musketeers
Back when it was ! rst 
introduced in 1932, this 
candy bar was named to re$ ect its image. At 
the time, the product was made up of three 
different pieces of candy (hence the name): 
chocolate, vanilla and strawberry. It was 
converted to all-chocolate nougat covered with 
milk chocolate a decade later and can now 
take pride in its famous name.

5.  Milky Way
Actually called "Mars bar" everywhere out of 
the United States, Milky Way traces its origins 
back to 1923. Originally, Frank Mars and 
his son Forrest wanted to market a chocolate 
malted drink in the form of a candy bar.

4.  Butter• nger
Butter• nger consists of a crunchy blend of 
butter and peanut buttercovered with choco-
late; This • aky candy has been around since 
the 1920s.

3.  Kit Kat
Distinctive with its red and white wrapper, the 
chocolate-covered wafers apparently got their 
name from the famous London Kit Kat club, 
an 18th century literary club.

2.  Reese’s Peanut Butter Cups
After • nding various degrees of success with 
his own candy bars,Harry Burnett Reese 
started making peanut butter cups covered 
with chocolate in 1923. He had been a dairy 
employee of Milton S. Hershey, but • gured 
that if his boss could make a fortune with 
candy, then so could he.

1.  Snickers
First launched in 1930, it was named after a 
favorite horse of the Mars family. Not only is 
it nutritious -- after all it does contain protein 
and dairy products.

Chocolate--my favorite and a lot of our anti-
stress word...after theLord, of course!
For me and others when we get stressed out, 
not only will we pray,we’ll also head for the 
nearest chocolate ice cream store!

Looking at the history for all these chocolates, 
anybody want one....

Now WHAT if someone STOLE my choco-
late! It happened a while ago I had made 
chocolate muf• ns and wrapped them in seran 
wrap after we had moved to Minnesota, my 
parents were visiting and one morning I woke 
up after making this chocolate muf• ns with 
chocolate icing and sprinkles on top and they 
were good until a MOUSE sneaked into our 
apartments one night and ate through them! 
“The mouse ate my chocolate muf• ns”
WHO wants to eat chocolate after a MOUSE 
has munched on it! The thief!

I know another thief who sneaks, not into 
our snacks, but into our lives, to “steal, kill 
and destroy.” He’s not after our chocolate; 
he’s after US, and by God’s grace and help, 
we’re not about to give in! No pest control 
is needed either--we have the Sword of the 
Spirit whereby we can confront and confound 
him, the robber of all that isgood and sweet 
in our lives. And I hope you won’t let him in 
either--your front door, your back door, your 
snack drawer--today or any day!

John 10:10 in the passage talks about that 
thief! In the previous verses we see that Jeesus 
is the door and the shepherd: (v.7-9) He is the 
one who really cares about us and provides 
security and help and comforts us.”

Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, ver-
ily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep.  
All that ever came before me are thieves and 
robbers: but the sheep did not hear them.  I 
am the door, by me if any man enter in,he 
shall be saved and shall go in and out and • nd 
pasture.”

We know that there are thieves out there! 
There are those who would harm the sheep 
and try to creep into the church to destroy 
us. In many commentaries this thief is Satan 
and his attempts at harming those of us. The 
thief can also be anyone or anything that 
damages our relationship with our Heavenly 
Father! Yes we believe the devil is a thief, I 
also believe that we can be thieves ourselves 
- we can rob ourselves of joy and peace and 
comfort!

Are you wondering how? Think of all the 
worry, stress, fear, lack of faith, and we could 
go on. The thief can also be others, or circum-
stances, or anything that we let try weakens 
our faith. God’s love, joy and peace are ours 
for life, and the old devil, he can’t have any of 
the rich, everlasting sweetness we cherish and 
enjoy as believers! Jesus Christ defeated him 
at the Cross.

Look at what the thief does to the • ock. If he 
can get in and gain access to the sheep he will 
do three things.

First he will steal. Thieves steal - that’s why 
they are called thieves! The thief steals. But 
what does he steal? There is an idea here that 
the thief will take away one of the sheep, to 
remove it from the • ock to be kept or maybe 
even killed and eaten!

Secondly, the thief would come to kill. This 
word means  “to sacri• ce”, to take a sheep 
and offer it as an offering to God or to a false 
god in an act of worship. The only reason 
really to steal a sheep would be because one 
could not be afforded or bought to meet the 
requirementsof worship. So the thief seeks to 
steal it and kill it!

Thirdly, the thief destroys. This word means 
“to lose”, to send away or cause to get lost. 
This represents the sheep who are led astray 
and • nd that they are lost, away from the • ock 
and alone, weak,fearful, and vulnerable. 

Spiritually, all of these have application. 
Whatever or whoever serves as the thief (it 

could satan himself, yourself or someone 
else), the thief steals our joy and peace and 
love and truth. The thief separates us from the 
rest of the • ock with guilt and shame.

The thief also kills. This is to take the be-
liever and devour him with guilt, depression, 
confusion, and hurt feelings. The thief works 
against us by killing our hope or our faith 
by sacri• cing us on the altar of self and our 
consicence.

The thief also destroys. We • nd that we get 
lost easily when we take our eyes of the Shep-
herd! We • nd at times we are unable to • nd 
the way or to • nd God’s will - all of these are 
things of the devil to keep us from our poten-
tial! Satan and self do not want us to witness 
or grow. We have to learn how to stand • rm 
against the enemy and to overcome.

When we mention the name of Jesus, our eyes 
should lighten up just when we take a bit of 
that chocolate bar we haven’t had in a long 
time. When I would come home from Min-
nesota to visit I would go to a store to buy a 
caramilk bar, a coffee crisp bar, a crunch bar 
and an aero bar because we didn’t have those 
in Minnesota and I couldn’t wait to have one.

We need to everyday be looking forward 
to that time with God, I can’t wait to get to 
church, I can’t wait to pray, I had to wait a 
year to taste some of those bars again, let’s 
not wait that long to sense His presence, He is 
near you now, savor that moment with Him, 
indulge yourself in His presence. 

Our God is eternal and no matter how we feel 
there is nothing that can separate us from the 
love of God in Christ. There is no person, 
place, or thought that can make God stop car-
ing for us! Also notice that the stealing, kill-
ing, and destroying often takes place outside 
of the fold and away from the • ock! Satan 
loves to corner us away from other believers. 
If he can get us alone he can drive us with 
fear, confusion, and worry.

Just as the thief brings destruction and death, 
Jesus lets us know that He brings the opposite. 
In contrast to the thief, He brings life!

The Matthew Henry commentary says of 
the life in verse 10, “we mighthave life, as a 
criminal has when he is pardoned, as a sick 
man whenhe is cured, a dead man when he is 
raised; that we might be justi• ed,sancti• ed, 
and at last glori• ed.” We are given life 
through Christ.He is our life, we now exist to 
please and glorify Him alone! We havebeen 
pardoned, cured, and raised - and we must 
praise Him for the workthat only He can do 
and has done.



So today look out for the thief. Whether it 
be Satan, others, circumstances, or even self, 
don’t become separated from the • ock!

If we Say “chocolate” and our eyes still light 
up, We’ve never outgrown the delight of 
indulging in creamy, crunchy, chocolate...can’t 
you just taste it now! Do our eyes also light up 
in delight when we hear the Name of Jesus? 
When we grab a piece/morsel of delight from 
God’s Word? When we share that morsel with 
another? 

Or has it become a routine love affair--the 
chocolate’s melted, the wonder’s gone, de-
light has gone out! 

I hope and pray that we would fall in love 
each day with our Lord, to delight/re-light in 
His presence and rejoice in His love....THEN 
go light up someone else’s “DE-lighted” eyes 
(and there’s a lot of people in our world for 
whom the light’s gone out!), as we share the 
light of His love--a smile, a hug, a word of 
encouragement--and yes, some CHOCOLATE 
too.

”Delight thyself also in the Lord, and he shall 
give thee thedesires of thine heart (Psalm 
37:4).”

”Ye are the light of the world...Let your light 
so shine before men,that they may see your 
good works, and glorify your Father, who is 
inheaven (Matthew 5:13,16).”

Next time we go to taste a piece of those 
candy bars we love so much, when we take 
that • rst bite and the our mouth is all watery, 
think about the • rst time you took a taste of 
your walk with God,wasn’t it good, didn’t you 
want to go back and take another bite,well 
let’s do it.

The thief is out there but if I would have 
covered my muf• ns in a container the mice 
wouldn’t have been able to get at them.  Keep 
hold of the candy bar don’t set it done or 
somebody might just eat it, I had broken up 
my aero bar and left it on the cupboard, I came 
back and it was gone, my kids had found it.

Let us not let go of our walk with God, hold 
fast and stay true, every bite or every step we 
take in Him is rich and sweet.

•1 pkg. (6 squares) White Chocolate
•12 hard peppermint candies, crushed
INSTRUCTIONS
Preheat oven to 350ºF. Beat cream cheese, 
butter, sugar and vanilla in large bowl with 
electric mixer on medium speed until well 
blended. Add • our and baking soda; mix well. 
Blend in semi-sweet chocolate. Shape table-
spoonfuls of dough into 52 balls. Roll each 
ball into 3-inch-long rope. Place, 2 inches 
apart, on baking sheets, bending top of each 
slightly to resemble a candy cane. 
Bake 10 to 12 min. or until lightly browned; 
Cool completely. Microwave white chocolate 
as directed on package; drizzle over cookies.
