They don't share it with the rest of the family, it has no spiral cords, it's By Leona Benson
not attached to any one location (except their hip), and it's small enough to disappear in their Page 2
hand. Most of the time they don’t actually use it to talk — they text, listen to music, watch video,
surf the internet, and send pictures! In fact, if they don’t want to dial the number, they can just
speak to their phone and it will do the dialing for them.

A small example to make a big point — the world has changed. Speaking of technology, | have to
throw this one in, it's quite humorous. While living in Halifax at John and Nilah Mean'’s, | once
asked the Bishop, “What is the most amazing piece of technology you have ever seen?” His wife,
slowly walking bye, halted to a stop and out of the corner of her mouth, she replied, “His wife!”
What a laugh! She acted like nothing happened and kept on trucking while we were left in the
dust laughing hysterically. Technology has changed our world, but some things have never
changed, and never will -- God’s Word, His Truth, and the need for young people to receive it
through a medium that is real and relevant to the world and culture they live in.

And when he [God] had removed him
[Saul], he raised up unto them David
to be their king; to whom also he gave
their testimony, and said, | have
found David the son of Jesse, a man
after mine own heart, which shall fulfill
all my will. Acts 13:22

David. He was a man after God’s
own heart. He longed deeply after the
things of God. David intrigues and
inspires me. In spite of everything that
David faced or that David himself did,
he loved God with every fiber of his
being. | have heard countless times
how God found David to be a man

after His own heart but | have also
often thought what exactly made
David such a man? What made David
after God’s own heart?

Months ago, | heard yet again how
David was a man after God’s own
heart but that time, | curiously turned
to Acts 13:22. | had quoted the verse
in the past but only partially because |
had left out a crucial part of the verse.
God testified that David was a man
after His heart because David would
“do everything God wanted him to do”
(Acts 13:22, NIV).

| decided then that | wanted to be a
young woman after God’s own heart
because | wanted to be willing to do
everything that my God wanted me to
do. Acts 13:22 and David’s
recommendation suddenly meant
more to my life and my future than
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black words written on a white piece
of paper. | wanted to be known as a
young woman after God’s own heart
not because of something | had
accomplished but because of how |
had lived... | wanted to fulfill not
merely some of God’s will for my life
but all of His will.

Being defined as a young woman
after God’s own heart didn’t simply
translate into having a heart similar to
the Lord’s or a heart willing to fulfill
His will. | wanted to truly be someone
after the heart of God and in doing so,
| had to pursue Him. | was after His
heart. Acts 13:22 had new meaning.

| want to be a David in this
generation, to pursue my God
passionately and relentlessly. | am
finding that this pursuit of the One
who has captivated my heart is
thrilling and truly amazing. He takes
my breath away. David said it much
more eloquently than | could dream of
in Psalms 27: One thing have |
desired of the LORD, that will | seek
after; that | may dwell in the house of
the LORD all the days of my life, to
behold the beauty of the LORD, and
to enquire in his temple. One thing
David asked of God and David
decided that he would seek after that
one thing. He pursued that one thing,
relentlessly. | want the same passion,
that same unquenchable desire, to
define my one thing because when it
does, Jesus is my one thing, my first
priority.
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Oh that | might know Him! That we
might know Him together, that we
might long after the God of all glory,
that we might desire Jesus with such
desperation that He is everything to
us. That such tangible longing would
define the Edge as it defined David.
Psalms 84 recounts just a fraction of
such desire: My soul longs, yes, even
faints for the courts of the LORD: my
heart and my flesh cry out for the
living God. Continually, every single
day, | want my heart to cry out for my
God, for the passion of my soul's
desire to be for His church, His house
— for Him!

| just want Jesus. | desire to know
Him deeper. | am smitten with the
God of all creation. | want to spend
my life in active, relentless pursuit of
the One who consumes me now. |
am after His heart. His will. He's
simply beyond description, far more
than good, beyond great.

The Message paraphrase beautifully
describes the heart of David to me:
“I've searched the land and found this
David... He's a man whose heart
beats to my heart, a man who will do
what | tell him.” | pray that when God
searches Canada, when He searches
New Brunswick, when He searches
Fredericton, He finds you and I...
young men and young women whose
hearts beat to His heart. May our
hearts forever beat in sync with the
heart of the King of Kings.
