He stuck out like an igloo in the desert, partially because of the hot weather he chose to run in, but 
also because of his awkward stride.  If only words could do justice; it was definitely a double-take 
moment!  To add to the bizarre occurrence of events, the eccentric athlete tripped off the edge of 
the pavement, hitting the rocky roadside without warning.  My ice-cream cone encounter came to 
a screeching halt, while my tongue was left sticking out the side of my mouth [it sounded good :)].

The overwhelming thought that I 
discerned even from a distance was that he was running with no  
purpose.  It is no wonder he fell, his mind was somewhere else.  Perhaps 
his mind was on the busy traffic of the approaching intersection.  He  
didn’t carry the confident, calculated stride of someone who was running 
with a destination in mind.  He was just out running. 
 
This humorous happenstance draws some pretty powerful parallels to the 
Christian race.  Particularly, Paul puts it this way:  1 Corinthians 9:26 
(Living ) So I run straight to the goal with purpose in every step. I fight to 
win. I'm not just shadow-boxing or playing around. 
 
So here is a good question for all of us.  Are we running with purpose?  If 
not, we might be nearing the edge of a fall!

Say those words with  
authority.  Say them like 
you mean them.  These 
are some of the words the 
CCC ‘Kids Prayer’ kids 
brainstormed.  They have 
been challenged to  
expand their vocabulary 
that they use to worship 
God.  Join them as they 
work through the alphabet 
with words that describe 
or glorify Him.  The power that is  
released in worship is phenomenal!  
The number one job of our children is 
to worship!    
 
Out of the mouth of babes and  
sucklings hast thou ordained strength 
because of thine enemies, that thou 
mightest still the enemy and the  
avenger (Psalm 8:2, KJV) 
 
For the sake of children, we  
memorized a translation of this verse 
that was kid-friendly.   
 
With praises from children and from 
tiny infants, you have built a fortress.  
It makes your enemies silent, and all 
who turn against you are left  
speechless.  (Psalm 8:2,  
Contemporary English Version) 

If your child, grandchild, brother or 
sister has ever gone to Kids Prayer, 
they can quote you this verse or tell 
you that they have heard it.  We keep 
things simple.  We believe what 
Psalm 8:2 says.  That when we give 
God our praises, our enemy is  
silenced!  If you need a visual aid, 
picture a child taping the devil’s 
mouth shut as they worship God.  
When you see your child worshipping 

in the pew 
or the altar, 
understand 
that they 
are  
worshipping 
God  
because 
they believe 
that they are  
silencing the devil’s attacks (“the ac-
cuser of our brethren”, Rev. 12:10) so 
that God is not limited by our fears, 
doubts, and humanity.   
 
Matthew 18:3 encourages us to  
become like children.  We will never 
change the personality of a child, 
lengthen their attention span or make 
them be able to sit still when they are 
fidgeting.  Children are teachable and 

trusting – only a few of many traits 
that all children have.  They may 
learn differently but if you tell your 
child that God is able to do anything 
(Luke 1:37), they believe that God is 
able to do anything.  If you tell your 
child that God will heal sickness with 
the prayer of faith (James 5:15), they 
will pray the prayer of faith.  This is 
the child-like faith that we are  
encouraged to have.  Encourage our 

children by asking them ques-
tions about prayer and asking 
them to pray for you.  They 
are a major part of the church 
of today, a part of the body of 
Christ.  Build their faith and 
their prayer life by showing 
them how valuable they are to 
the kingdom of God! 
 

When asked what learning to 
worship God has done for her 
life, Robyn Cole (12 yrs old) 
says: “I learned that you don’t 
have to be scared to worship in 
church.  No one is watching you 
but even if they were, you 
shouldn’t be ashamed of what 
you believe in”.  
 
If worship is the number one job 
of children, how much more 
should teens, adults, seniors, 
leaders and those they look up 
to, desire to worship Him?  Are 
you living your worship?   
Worship, as described in Web-
ster’s dictionary, is “A feeling of 
profound love and admiration; 

Love unquestioningly and  
uncritically”.  In worship, “He must 
increase, but I must decrease” (John 
3:30)!  Does your life depict how you 
say you feel?  Are you expressing 
those feelings to God?  He is waiting 
to hear from YOU!  Let worship be-
come your number one job and help 
our kids tape the devil’s mouth shut!

I would first like to pose a question: 
Whom do you serve? Who is the  
driving factor in your life?  What is 
your purpose for getting out of bed in 
the morning?  It is to go to work or 
school and make money and friends?  
Do you look forward to go to the  
parties on the weekends?  What is 
first and for most in your life? 
 
At the age of 19, in the 
middle of August of 
2005, I woke up for 
work as usual.  I went 
to the shower and on 
my way there, I 
stopped at the mirror to 
look and I didn’t like 
what I saw.  I shook the 
cob webs out of my 
head from the previous 
night of partying and 
drinking, and stared at 
someone who had fell 
so far from reality.  I 
was a young man who 
had lost track of life’s 
priorities and was 
caught up in a state 
away from God, I was 
spiritually dead.  I was 
replacing the void that 
was previously filled 
with the joy of the Lord, 
with a lifestyle of sin.  
Sin had gotten a hold of me and 
taken control of my life, and I did not 
know how to free myself from its 
grasps. 
 
I was brought up in a Christian home, 
having a Dad, Grandfather, and Great 
Grandfather who all were preachers.  
The consensus was that I was to  
follow in the same direction.  I felt that 
I was being pushed into something 
that I wasn’t sure was for me, and so I 
ran away from the call of God, and 
that is when sin found me.  At first, I 
had everyone fooled into thinking that 

I was a great Christian, because I 
would put on a facade when I went to 
a convention or meeting.  I was  
always the first to worship and the 
last to leave in the service; people 
thought I was the ideal Christian.  If 
they had seen me on the weekends, 
they would have changed their  
opinion of me very quickly.  I was  
living a double life and it eventually 
took me away from being fake at 
church, to not worshipping at all, then 

into a depression of sin.  Life was not 
good because I served the wrong 
thing; I gave everything into partying 
and socializing, when I should been 
doing the same with my prayer and 
worship. 
 
It took a mom and grandmother, who 
never gave up on me, to pray for me 
even if it looked like they were fighting 
a losing battle.  I remember the night I 
gave into the call of Jesus Christ and 
made the decision to serve him with 
all my energy and might.   
 

Matthew wrote the words of Jesus 
when he said that, “No man can serve 
two masters..” (Matt 6:24).  No man 
can give his all to two different things 
in his life; you wouldn’t be giving you 
entire self to a certain thing if you 
were divided.  Jesus requires our all, 
he wants everything we have to offer 
him, and he won’t settle for anything 
less.   
 
The choice is yours! Are you going to 

give into the materials things of this 
world or are you going to put your 
energy into things that will last for 
eternity?  Whom do you serve?

The menagerie before him 
was mesmerizing. As he 
navigated his way through 
the labyrinth of new life, he 
was greeted by an  
incredible variety of signs 
and sounds. Perhaps it 
goes without saying, but he 
had never seen anything 
like it in his life. Nor had he 
done anything like he was 
about to do—make the  
decisions he was about to 
make. Well, no one had 
actually, but this did little to 
assuage his feelings of 
incompetence, however, 
his choices would influence 
the perceptions of people 
for generations to come. 
He hoped he would  
somehow be able to make 
sense of his options and 
selections in this situation.  
 
Given his experience with this sort of 
endeavor, which laughable 
amounted to absolutely none, he 
hoped he wouldn’t make any  
mistakes. Wondering about his  
approach to this situation, he  
decided it would be best if he first 
devised some kid of categorical 
scheme. Really his options were 
unlimited, and it was all up to him. 
That said, he doubted his creativity; 
he even doubted his ability to  
reason, but since he was the first 
one to do anything like this he  
figured there was nothing to which 
he would be compared.  
 
His choices would indeed set the 

standard. At worst, someone could 
later devise alternatives. At best, his 
selections would work and would 
persist down through the ages. And 
logically speaking, it wasn’t as if his 
subjects were going to offer any kind 
of resistance to his ideas. Although, 
he did wonder just what, if anything, 

they might be thinking. He had so 
much to learn. He had so much to 
do.  
 
His thought returned again to  
somehow sorting through and  
making sense of the assorted array 
around him. He worked his way 
through the teeming mass and the 
organized cacophony, assessing his 
options. He could arrange them  
according to size. Or colour. Or 
touch. Or smell. The question was 
‘Where to begin?’ As he surveyed, 
he realized that it appeared like the 
categorizing had been done for him, 
by the subjects themselves. He  
wasn’t sure he understood. In fact, 
he was pretty sure he didn’t. But as 
his senses processed the  

classification before him,  
recognizing similarities within 
groups, and differences between 
groups, he decided that there was 
probably no right or wrong way to go 
about this. He would begin by  
getting to know them. Besides, it 
looked to him like they were just 

waiting for him almost as 
if they had been instructed 
to be patient and to  
tolerate his temporary  
indecision.  
 
Once he got started, he 
had little problem coming 
up with seemingly suitable 
monikers. Sometimes, 
however, when he would 
try it out on one of his 
subjects, it wouldn’t seem 
to work—it wouldn’t seem 
compatible or that it would 
stick long term. So, he 
would play around with 
the different groups and 
the ideas he had come up 
with. Sometimes, he 
would just ‘say and point’ 
and it would stick. At other 
times his idea just didn’t 
match appearance or  

nature. Despite the fact that he 
could make a poor choice, he was 
having the time of his life. The only 
way it could get any better would be 
if he wasn’t doing this alone.  
Perhaps this was the point of this 
exercise in imagination and  
experience comradery like he had 
witnessed within the groups around 
him. He would have to wait and see. 
For now, he still had a garden full of 
subjects awaiting his conscientious, 
or lucky, bestowing of an  
appropriate and deliberate  
designation.

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Greetings from the land of Eternal 
Spring!  Thank you to Pastor  
Woodward and to all of the saints at 
Capital Community Church for your 
overwhelming response following the 
robbery of our Central Church in  
Guatemala City.  This was totally  
unexpected, but such an awesome 
blessing at a very crucial time. 
 
Thieves entered the church during 
prayer service and put a gun to the 
pastor's head and held the saints at 
gun point.  They proceeded to steal 
most of the sound equipment 
and instruments as well as the cash 
and cell phones from the saints.  This 
was a huge blow to the church.  They 
are presently holding service in the 
basement of the church and have 
been working and sacrificing to put 
the roof on the new sanctuary.  Just 
that Sunday many of the saints had 
pledged a days pay check from the 
month of January and a couple of 
men gave the titles to their cars and 
one of a property in order to raise 
enough cash to pour the cement slab 
on the roof. 
 
When I called the pastor and shared 
with him what had happened at  
Capital Community Church the  
following Sunday he was so  

overwhelmed that he broke down and 
cried.  You all have NO idea what a 
blessing this has been to this church 
and the entire work in Guatemala.  
Our Central 
Church is on the 
same property as 
our Bible School.  
It is a hub for the 
entire work in 
Guatemala.  
Many of our  
National events, 
seminars, etc... 
are held at this 
property.  This 
has been the 
mother church to 
over 25 new 
churches.  The 
pastor is our  
National  
Secretary and has produced over 12 
men to the ministry.  He is a pastor 
that I can depend on for anything and 
always goes above and beyond the 
call of duty. You all have not only 
blessed this particular church, but in 
essence the entire organization in 
Guatemala.  I know that God will 
richly bless you all for your caring and 
sacrifice.   
 
We also want to thank you all for your 

prayers for our family 
and for Sis. Lynne 
Jewett.  We are  
dependant on your 
prayers!  The attack 
on the Central 
Church was just one 
in a string of attacks 
against the  
missionary family 
and the pastors and 
churches here in 
Guatemala.  When 
the enemy goes on 
attack like this we 
know that a great 
victory is in store! 
 
 

Let me share a little of what has been 
happening in our lives.  I arrived 
home from deputation on the  
weekend of American Thanksgiving.  

It was a great reunion for our family.  
We were so happy to spend a nice 
Christmas together as a family and 
grateful that deputation is over for 
another few years. 
 
I am thrilled to see how the national 
church is progressing and for the very 
first time I did not return to face a ton 
of problems in the work.  That is a 
sure sign of maturity in our national 
leadership.  The church continues to 
grow.  We presently have 181  
established churches, over 230 
daughter churches and 190 licensed 
ministers.  It is exciting to see what 
God has done.  When we came to 
Guatemala 23 years ago we only had 
23 churches and ministers. 
 
We are really excited about what God 
is doing in our Training Programs.  It 
is another record year with 257  
students enrolled!  Wow!  Our goal is 
to equip as many people as possible 
for more effective ministry. 
 
The newest project in Guatemala is 
our Home for Street Children.  The 
registration with the government is 
now completed and there are 15  
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children in the home.  Most of these are children of  
prostitutes or have been abandoned by their families.  
This home has saved them from 
a life on the streets and no 
doubt a life of street gangs and  
imprisonment.  Thanks to this 
new ministry they are being 
properly cared for, have warm 
beds and are being taught 
about Jesus Christ.  We have 
been able to enroll them all in 
school this year. School is a 
new experience for most of 
them, but will open the door of 
opportunity for their futures. 
 
Since coming back we have 
launched a radio program that 
is reaching out to the entire 
country of Guatemala.  Already 
we have had a great response.  In fact we have a  
denominal pastor (pictured above) that was recently  
baptized in Jesus Name as a direct result of the program.  
He is presently enrolled in the Bible School and excited 
about this new revelation of Biblical truth. 
 

Regina and the boys are doing great.  Anthony is 17 and 
in grade 11.  He is Vice President of the student body at 

this school and a member of the Honor Society.  
Pray for direction in his life.  He will be graduating 
next year and needs to decide about future  
studies.  Ryan will be 14 in March and is in grade 
8.  He just had a cast removed from his leg so he 
is happy to be 'set free'.  Tyrell will be turning 9 in 
March.  His grade 3 teacher is always telling him 
to slow down and do neater work.  But, he has to 
hurry as it gives him more play time!!! 
 
We are very thankful for such an awesome home 
church.  Your love and support has meant so 
much during these past 23 years of working in 
Guatemala.  You have had a major part in our 
lives and ministry.  The investments of prayer and 
finances that you have made in Guatemala has 
enabled this work to grow into a strong vibrant 
church.  Thank you from the bottom of our hearts!
