A Testimony of Healing by...
Hailey MaclLeod

The dictionary defines a miracle like this....
"Any amazing or wonderful occurrence, a marvellous event
manifesting a supernatural act of God."

Not only does the Bible gives us many accounts of miracles,
healing and supernatural acts, God is still performing miracles
today!

One of the most notable miracles I've experienced, was my own
healing as an infant. During the first seven months of her
pregnancy, my mother experience physical complications, one of
which was extreme haemorrhaging. Early in the morning, on 23rd
of September, 1983, my mother had a dream that she would deliver a baby girl on her birthday,
but that she would go through no labour. "Crazy", she thought as her due date was still two
months away. She told my dad about the dream a little while later, and he immediately insisted
she go to the hospital.

As soon as they arrived at the

hospital, the doctors informed her

that she was losing me, and later 1" #l #1 &

she was told that if she would .

have arrived even an hour later, % # &

she and her baby would have

died. She had an emergency surgery, and within an hour, her dream had come true.

Upon arrival, | was unable to breathe on my own because | had a condition called, "Pulmonary
Valve Stenosis" (a condition, usually present at birth that causes obstruction of blood flow, which
leads to loss of breath, brain damage, and in some cases sudden death). | didn't breathe for over
four minutes! | also had holes between the right and left atrium of my heart.

| was airlifted by helicopter to the Sick Kid's Hospital in Toronto, Ontario, where | was booked for
open heart surgery. The day before my surgery | weighed a little over 2 Ibs.

My parents were new Christians at the time of my birth. Dad had prayed that God's will would be
done, that God would take me if that was what was best. Yet, my mother, afraid and questioning,
could not bring her self to pray and entrust me to God.

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“And, behold, one came and said
unto him, Good Master, what good
thing shall | do, that | may have eter-
nal life? And he said unto him, Why
callest thou me good? there is none
good but one, that is, God: but if thou
wilt enter into life, keep the command-
ments. He saith unto him, Which?
Jesus said, Thou shalt do no murder,
Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou
shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear
false witness, Honour thy father and
thy mother: and, Thou shalt love thy
neighbour as thyself. The young man
saith unto him, All these things have |
kept from my youth up: what lack |
yet? Jesus said unto him, If thou wilt
be perfect, go and sell that thou hast,
and give to the poor, and thou shalt
have treasure in heaven: and come
and follow me. But when the young
man heard that saying, he went away
sorrowful: for he had great posses-
sions.” (Matthew 19:16-22)

He was a wealthy man, and a young
man. His eyes were set on religious
matters - on teachers, eternal life,
good deeds. He had the look of a
seeker: he seemed willing to listen
and eager to learn. He seemed a
disciple-in-the-making. But his story
has a dark end. It was he that
inspired Jesus’ famous words "It is
easier for a camel to go through the
eye of a needle, than for a rich man to
enter the kingdom."

His first mistake: He did not
recognize Jesus as Lord.

The young ruler came rushing to
Jesus, and falling to his knees, he
asked Good Master, what good thing
shall | do, that | may have eternal life?
Jesus, perceiving the youth’s error,
answered with a question, a question
that would prove the depths of the
young ruler’'s knowledge of God.
"Why do you call me good?" Jesus
was in the habit of asking such
disarming questions. The young man
did not recognize with whom he was

talking — a teacher, and more than a
teacher. He was kneeling before the
one called "greater than Solomon."

The young ruler saw Jesus as a
moral man, a man of insight and
depth, but he did not recognize His
divine authority. And to make such a
mistake is fatal. As C.S. Lewis made
clear, “Jesus is either a liar, a lunatic,
or the Lord”. He cannot be merely
another teacher.

His second mistake: He was
unaware of his own faults.

Suppose for a moment that the
wealthy youth had never violated the
commandments Jesus presented to
him. Suppose that he had never
murdered - even with his tongue.
Suppose that he had not committed
adultery - even in his heart. Suppose
that he had not stolen - or even
envied. Suppose that he had never
spoken less than the whole truth.
Even still, he was unaware of his own
faultiness. Notice that Jesus only
presented him with the parts of the
ten commandments that deal with
man-to-man relationships. The other
commandments have to do with
God-to-man relationships and this
young man had obviously not fulfilled
those commands. If he had fulfilled
them, he would have immediately
recognized Jesus as the Son of God.
But he did not recognize Jesus. He
was wildly naive and tragically blind.

His third mistake: He misunderstood
the plan of grace

"What good thing must | do to have
eternal life?" There is no good thing.
Only to believe on Jesus Christ as
Savior, and ask Him for forgiveness
of your sins. As wealthy as he must
have been, he was spiritually
bankrupt, and terribly poor of faith.

His fourth mistake: He went away

In a way, this is his only mistake. If
you leave Jesus behind in your life,
you can not expect to find the
answers or the hope you are looking
for! Eternal life is out of the question
if you walk away from Jesus! Peter,
Andrew, John, Matthew, and the
others did not fully understand Jesus,
and they certainly did not fully
understand the plan of grace, but they
stayed with Jesus. They were willing
to commit to a lifestyle of learning
Him.

They apprenticed themselves to Him,
for the long haul. That is the way to
be saved. If you are willing to launch
out with Christ on the long journey
from brokenness to wholeness; if you
are willing to walk all the way, every
hard step, then you are wise, even if
you are not young or wealthy.

We all make mistakes, in every day of
our lives. The Bible makes this clear:
“For all have sinned, and come short
of the glory of God” (Romans 3:23).
But it is through Jesus Christ that we
can find forgiveness of these sins.
However, even once forgiven, we are
going to continue making mistakes.
That is why we must remain with
Jesus at all times. It is through Him
that we have the strength to live as a
child of God. Make a commitment
today. And learn from the rich young
ruler’'s four mistakes.

When | first moved back to
Fredericton in September, 2006 the
words “Spiritual Rehab” dropped into
my mind. It never became clear to
me until April of this year (2008) what
all that would mean then slowly it
became clear to me and | wrote the
following:

SPIRITUAL REHAB

In entering “Spiritual Rehab” it was
unlike anything else that had
happened in my life but | was
desperate for a change. My eyes had
been closed to things in my own heart
and life that | almost couldn’t feel
anything or anyone around me. BUT
THEN, God revealed Himself to me in
S0 many miraculous ways that those
things hidden deep within me — the
anger, the bitterness, the disappoint-
ment, loss of love, needing
acceptance, paled in comparison to

God’s love for me . . .. The Blood that 2

He shed for me on Calvary. He
loved me so much and never ever
gave up on me. | was His Child! He
created me and He knew my name.

| first had to admit that | NEEDED
HIM!!! | thought for so many years
that | could make it without Him and
His Word (being a hypocrite all along,
God revealed later) but we DO need
Him!! When | surrendered full control
of my heart and my life to Him, then
He could start working on me. He
wanted me to want Him because He
had special plans for me; plans to
mold me into His image; plans for us
to become one.

DETOX

When you enter “rehab” so to speak,
there is a detoxification process. God
illuminated things about me, and for
me through visions and dreams by
the Holy Spirit so that | could clearly

and simply understand why |
shouldn’t have done some of the
things | had done in my life. The
consequences, the powers of
darkness behind them were severe.
But our Lord Jesus Christ holds all
power in His hands and He began to
unlock those chains and set me free.

In detoxing, | first prayed for
“wisdom”. Wisdom with whom my
friends should be. It was a
commitment for a total life change.

STEPS

1. Daily read and meditate His Word
and communicate with Him.
Allow Him to lead you as you
speak in prayer about your own
life and allow His Spirit to guide
you as you pray for others. Be
not ashamed to talk to Him. He
knows all things. This is the time
for deep communion with Him.

The answer for anything and
everything is in the Word of God.
| have bought more self-help
books over the years that |
started and never finished. Every
answer to every issue, situation
and feeling is in the Bible . . .
cover to cover . . . it is there.

3. Submit/Commit to doing these
things as you are allowing God to
work in your life; allowing Him to
change and mold you in His
image. Let Him give you
direction in every area of your life.
Be obedient to His Word and His
voice when He speaks.

4. Be Thankful — you have a
heavenly Father who cares about
you. He sees you, He has loved
you and guided you to this place
in your life.

As | live every day, | have found a

silent peace since | have surrendered
full control to Him and know that my
life is in His hands. | am learning to
trust Him and His voice. The closer |
draw to Him and His Spirit, the more |
want to be there. There are many
things in life | do not understand but
one thing | do know is that GOD IS
REAL and | am thankful every day for
the life He has given me and is
restoring to me. | am thankful for the
prayers of my family and friends;
those that never gave up on me when
| couldn’t see nor did | want to see or
understand. | am thankful for the love
| can now feel in my life again and for
understanding of things | never
thought | would understand. Even in
the midst of many trials, | can see
Gods blessings and feel His peace in
my life; for that | am thankful. | am so
proud to know Him and be an
Apostolic, Jesus Name, Holy Ghost
Filled, Pentecostal. | am thankful for
my heritage and where | am right
now. | am glad | have a praying
mother and a praying grandmother
whose prayers | know, have been
released upon my life. | know one
day, | will meet my grandmother in
heaven. | know now where | am
going. Atone time | didn't. To all
those who are not sure where they
are going, PLEASE do not wait ....do
not think that there is time to play
around in this life with what the world
has to offer. He wants us to be sold
out for Him. God is coming very soon
and He is getting us ready.




The night before the open heart
surgery was to take place, Dad was
with me in Toronto and my mother
was in the Peterborough Hospital. At
seven in the evening Dad was in my
room praying with me, and felt the
sweet presence of God, with a
reassurance that | would be okay.
He then left the hospital but called
back to inquire of my status
approximately thirty minutes later.

The nurse reported that | had begun
breathing on my own without the use
of any medical or technical
assistance.

| attend CCC [Capital Community
Church]; I am a part of CCC, much
of my time is spent within those four
walls.

Great
love. | love the Message paraphrase
of that verse: "lI've never quit loving
you and never will. Expect love,
love, and more love!" Oh, Jesus
loves me. He's committed to me.

Just yesterday in youth (June 18th,
2008), a call to commitment was
issued from a heart well acquainted
with this indefinable love in the
broken voice of a burdened youth
pastor, a voice that would not keep
silent in his passionate cry:
