is Omnipotent, Omnipresent, and Omniscient.

l Leviticus 19:12 (GN)   Do not make a promise in my name if you 
do not intend to keep it. That brings disgrace on my name. 

 

 

3. We use God’s name to ______________________________ 

l This is when we claim God’s direction for something that is of our 

own making.   
 

4. We use God’s name to ______________________________ 

l This is when we try to prove how spiritual we are with religious 

jargon and clichés. 

l TALK DOESN’T IMPRESS GOD – ______________________ DOES! 

l Titus 1:16 (NLT)  Such people claim they know God, but they 
deny him by the way they live. They are despicable and 
disobedient, worthless for doing anything good. 

 

5. We use God’s name ______________________________ 

l This is when we use God’s name without thinking, as a convenient 

expression of fear or anger or joy or amazement or surprise. 
 

l Isaiah 29:13 (NLT)  And so the Lord says, “These people say 
they are mine. They honor me with their lips, but their hearts are 
far away. And their worship of me amounts to nothing more than 
human laws learned by rote.” 

 

l Matthew 6:7 (NLT)  When you pray, don’t babble on and on as 
people of other religions do. They think their prayers are answered 
only by repeating their words again and again.
